$4.2 million.

Stakes-
placed winner of $127,670, Pennsylva-
nia-bred Bloomy went on to produce
graded stakes winner and 2012 Cham-
pion Older Horse Philly Ace, earner
of $356,966, and 2012 stakes winner
Spring of Fame, earner of $429,284.

Pennsylvania Breeding Fund has grown from
a disbursement of $65,000 in its initial year of
operation to over $15 million annually.

The Pennsylvania Breeding Fund is fi-
nanced by a percentage of pari-mutuel
handle and slots revenues. It provides for
individual award payments (breeder, owner
and stallion awards), overnight races for PA-
Breds, purse bonus supplements, and PA-
Bred stakes races.
